The reason it was such a problem was not a lack of water, far from it, but
the fact that the jug and cup were on a cabinet next to the bed and, as movement
was so difficult, he was unable to get a drink unless a nurse was called to assist.
This, coupled with the very hot and dry hospital environment, meant there was a
very real danger of becoming dehydrated.

Mark was so convinced that he could provide a solution to this very real problem
that he quit his job and bet his house on the idea. He has worked full time on
taking the concept from an idea and a blank sheet of paper to the successful
launch of The Hydrant and Hydrant Sports into the healthcare sector and leisure
markets.
